Meeting convened at 7:40 PM. 
 
Follow-up items: 
Christine Stickney reported to members that the following projects received votes from 
the Historical Commission relative to “historic significance” on the following dates;  
Town Clerk vital records voted 12/6/10, East Braintree Mural and historic map project 
were both voted 11/1/10, and the American Legion assessment was voted 9/13/10.  She 
needs to check on the historic inventory project and will get back to the members.  
 
Christine also shared a copy of a letter dated 12/1/10 from a resident, Mr. Robert Fratto, 
who had numerous questions concerning the CPA and CPC in the Town.  Members 
suggested Christine contact Mr. Fratto for some clarification on his questions and supply 
him with what information is available through her department.  Some of his financial 
questions may need to be answered by the Finance Department. Christine will reach out 
and speak with him and report back at the next meeting.  
 
Dick Fletcher and John Dennehy asked about follow-up from the Town Clerk relative to 
the vital records preservation project – they noted their desire to see a more definitive 
estimate with justification on how the amount was arrived upon. Christine did note that 
he had forwarded some material after the meeting but she had forgotten to bring it with 
her tonight and she would have it for the next meeting. 
 
Dick Fletcher also asked if we received anything regarding the historic inventory project.  
Christine noted that she recently spoke to the Historical Commission Chair and they are 
pulling that material together for the committee. John Dennehy also asked about the 
Legion building and Christine noted material has been submitted as well – John asked 
what time period is being proposed to restore the building to.  More information should 
be sought on this issue.   
 
Open Space Acquisition: 
Linda Raiss was absent from the meeting but sent copies of two appraisals done on a 
property off Liberty Street for review by members to discuss for the next meeting.  
Members were asked to take home and read the information.  
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Old Thayer Library: 
Christine reported that the architects are moving along and have shared some preliminary 
thoughts with the Historical Commission and Mayor Sullivan as to possible handicap 
accessibility to the Old Thayer Library.  Schematics will be provided to the members via 
email for discussion at the next meeting.  Structural engineers were at the building last 
week and are working on the report for the architects.  Overall their immediate comments 
were that the building is in good shape.  They were able to view the attic and roof as well.  
A report is expected by the end of December.  Christine did ask the members for 
additional administrative funding for the structural assessment since there had been a 
change with the building code that required some additional work.  Michael Dorn 
MOTION to approve a request from the Community Development Director in the 
amount of $500 to supplement the previous approval of $5,000.00 on October 18, 2010 to 
complete the structural assessment report for the Old Thayer Library, seconded by Mr. 
Dennehy – unanimously voted.  
 
Other:  
Members briefly discussed the meeting scheduled for 10/15/10 for the Petersen Pool, Ice 
Rink and Fields at the Braintree High School site and who should speak with the press if 
called on the matter.  It was agreed to forward all calls to the Mayor’s Chief of Staff, 
Peter Morin.  
 
Administrative Matters: 
Dick Fletcher MOTION to accept the minutes of 10/18/10, seconded by Mr. Dorn – 
unanimously voted.  
 
The 2011 schedule of meeting has been done and Christine will email it to the members 
tomorrow and post it on the web site.  
 
Dick Fletcher MOTION to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Mr. Dorn – Unanimously 
voted.
