During Snowstorms, It is best to stay off the Roads when possible. Heavy Traffic makes it difficult for Snow Removal .When Driving maintain a safe speed and distance from others.
Please Refrain from Parking on any Public Roads During Snow Conditions, please make arrangements to Park in Town Designated areas .( When an Emergency) Is declared, any Vehicles Parked on Town Roads will be Ticketed and Towed at the Owner’s Expense.
Please remove all Roadside or Sidewalk Items in Public way including Basketball Stands, Hockey Nets, Flower Pots.

It is a Violation of Town Ordinance to displace any Snow onto Public ways.
It is the Towns Objective to Plow all Public Ways in a Timely Manner.

Resident assistance is greatly appreciated Marking Road Edges and Grass Plots with wooden or reflective markers, Indicating the Curb Line or Sidewalk edges.

If you Have any Medical Needs during Snow Storms, and are concerned with Road Conditions Please contact our Office to make Arrangements. The Town Departments work together to 
Ensure Public Safety. 
Mailboxes at times are subjected to unforeseen damages. The Town is not responsible for Snow Removal damage to mailboxes or other objects placed in or on Public ways.
Plowing procedure is to open all Public Roads Curb to Curb. This requires at times making several passes on your Roadway from the center of the Road to the Gutter line.
When Shoveling you may want to place snow away from the corners of your driveway, to eliminate blocking your line of sight and the possibility of having a snow mound falling back into your property by the sidewalk tractor or snowplow.

We ask all residents not to come to the Highway Division at 245 Union Street looking for Road Salt and Sand. Sand and Salt mixture will be available to the Left of the Gate entering the Compost Site on Plain Street. Numerous Sand Barrels are placed throughout the Town.
