
 braintreema.gov Website Setup

I. Requirements

1. Microsoft Windows Server 2003

2. Microsoft .NET Framework Version 3.5
3. Microsoft Internet Information Server 6

4. Microsoft SQL Server 2005


II. Database Setup

1. Open SQL Server Management Server and create a new database named “braintreemagov _09”.

2. Restore the supplied database backup file to that database.

3. Create a new database user named “BraintreeMA_WebUser” and give the user permissions to read and write to the database as well as Execute permissions on all Stored Procedures.

III. Website Setup

1. In Windows 2003, create a new user called “IUSR_ BRAINTREEMA” and assign this user a password. You will need this password later in this setup.

2. Copy the supplied files into the root folder of the website.
3. Modify the security settings for the root folder with the following permissions.

   

a. Administrators – Full Control



b. IUSR_BRAINTREEMA – Read, List, Read & Execute

4. Modify the security settings for the “/Collateral” folder with the following permissions:



a. Administrators – Full Control


b. IUSR_ BRAINTREEMA – Modify, Read & Execute, List, Read, Write


5. Create a new website in IIS. (If not already configured)
a. Name the website “braintreema.gov 2009” and click the “Next >” button.

b. Choose the IP address and port 80. If the site will use a dedicated IP address, leave the host header blank. Otherwise, enter “braintreema.gov” in the Host Header field. Click the “Next >” button.

c. Click “Browse...”, navigate to the root directory and click “OK”. Click the “Next >” button.




d. Select “Read” and “Run Scripts” checkboxes. Click the “Next >” button.




e. Click the “Finish” button”.



6. Configure IIS

a. Right-click on the website in IIS and select “Properties” from the context menu.

b. If you entered a host header name in step 5b, click the “Advanced” button and enter any addition host header names that are required. Otherwise, continue to next 6c.

c. Be sure the “Enable Logging” option is checked and choose a location for your log files.

d. Select the “ASP.NET” tab and be sure the ASP.NET version is set to 2.xxx.

e. Select the “Directory Security” tab and click the “Edit” button. In the “User name” field, enter “IUSR_ BRAINTREEMA”. In the “Password” field, enter the password that you chose in step III
1. Click the “OK” button and confirm your password.

f. On the “Documents” tab, be sure that “Index.aspx” is in the list of default documents. If not, add it.


7. Configure Application Settings

a. Find the file “Web.Config” in the root directory and open it with any text editor.

b. Find the “<connectionStrings>” section. Change the “Data Source” value to the name or IP address of your SQL Server. If SQL Server is installed on the same machine, enter “(local)”. Change the “User ID” value to “BraintreeMA_WebUser” and enter the password that you entered in step II.3.

c. Find the “<appSettings>” section. Find the key named “MailServer” and change the value to the name of your SMTP server.
